Appropriate graphic elements are used to make visual connections with the topic. Differences in font type, size and colour are used well and consistently, according to the conventions for presenting information.

The diagram identifies at least one each of the input, processing, output, components.

The diagram is clearly and accurately labelled with a title and each system component is accurately labelled. Graphic elements are used to good effect.

The components are identified and their functions listed.

An explanation of the purpose and functions of most components is made.

The explanation of the purpose and capabilities and functions of the system components is complete and accurate.

Operating system not named and some applications software are listed.

An operating system and applications software are named and each purpose are identified.
	6 points

A comprehensive list of software includes names of an operating system, utilities, applications programs. The purpose of each is explained.
